When the Competition Administration Committee, chaired by Daphne Hanson DPAGB, APAGB, first 
proposed that the Inter-Fed Print and PDI competitions be merged into a single day, a few eyebrows 
were raised and there were questions over the viability of such a venture.   However such was the 
enthusiasm of the team that the Executive gave the “green light” which unleashed a tide of change 
including “on line” entries, bar codes and scanners to ease the administration and opening the judging to 
an audience.    
 
The driving force behind all these changes was Gordon Jenkins who had experience of these “new” 
technologies following a successful trial within the L&CPU.   But there was one potential problem.  Which 
Federation would be bold enough to try and make this new system work?   Step forward Roy Thomas, 
PAGB Vice President, who volunteered the Welsh Photographic Federation to act as guinea pigs – now 
known as “Innovators” 
 
So it was that we all assembled at Talbot Green on the 8th June with audience members from several 
Federations in addition to the WPF and members of the PAGB Executive.  We witnessed two 
competitions excellently run with some really outstanding photographs.   All the changes worked so well 
although it was a steep learning curve and we all made notes of little “tweaks” that we may wish to 
introduce for the future. 
 
 “On line” entries and Bar code readers would not have been possible but for the time and dedication of 
Adrian Lines who developed the system for us, ably assisted by Jane and Dianne Owen, scanning in the 
judged images. We owe a debt of gratitude to him. 
 
We had a grand welcome from the Welsh PF, who dressed and worked like the team they were and their 
hospitality was top notch – I even found a sausage roll – or two!   Our three selectors, Jan Cawley 
EFIAP/s, HonFWPF: Bill Hall DPAGB, AFIAP, ABPE, and Peter Gennard MFIAP, EFIAP/p,  worked very 
hard to make sure each of the four competitions – Mono Prints, Colour Prints, Open PDI and Nature PDI 
– had worthy winners and balanced exhibitions –all done in public rather than behind closed doors.  
 
This event will be firmly on the PAGB calendar from now on.   We have a Federation willing to host 2015 
and it is my firm recommendation that every other Federation should apply to join the rota as soon as 
possible.  Otherwise you may lose out on one of the events of the year.   Such was the enjoyment that I 
do not think the WPF will want to wait fifteen years to host it again.

Daphne deserves praise for the calm way throughout the day that she spoke to individuals to keep them 
on song but at the end of each session she had control of which images were needed to be accepted in 
the Exhibition – simple and effective. Thank you Daphne!
