Applicants must have held EFIAP for at least 3 years from the date on their EFIAP Certificate.   However, if you 
have made an earlier unsuccessful application, you must wait until a further 3 years have elapsed before re-
applying.  You may not make more than three applications in total. 
 

If interested in applying for MFIAP you should contact me by email before starting on your entry.  Include your 
full name, address with Post Code, telephone number,  not forgetting the other details required and I will forward 
you an “Applications Package”.  The closing date for the full applications to reach me is no later than:-
