With our purchase of the new Canon WUX500 projectors at the beginning of this 
year, we have the opportunity to introduce 1600 x 1200 as our standard projection 
size requirement for all Competitions.  We are taking this opportunity to remind 
you that this NEW Standard Resolution for all PAGB Events and Competitions will 
come into force in July 2017 for the Inter-Club PDI Championship at Warwick. Your 
Federation may adopt the new format earlier than this 
 

1400 x1050 will continue to be accepted in all PAGB Competitions, along with 
smaller image sizes. However; we strongly suggest that you do not submit image 
sizes smaller than 1400 x 1050, as they will be significantly smaller on the screen. 
  

To give you an idea how these resolution sizes compare when projected on a 
screen you could visit the Guidance Area on the SPF Website and download “An 
Insight into Resolutions”.
