LANDSCAPE - AROUTE TO PLATINUM

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Little did | think ,when | entered

my first International in

- i/ 2 7|
1996, that it would

lead to 17 years of real enjoyment and success. My first love has always been the
landscape, but | was continually being advised that it was a poor relation in
exhibitions. So the 2 acceptances | got gave me no insight into what was to follow.
That being said, gaining my first Gold medal the following year encouraged me to

enter more exhibitions.

A vyear later | was full of self doubt,
thinking | would end up being little more
than a ‘one shot’ photographer. However |
decided to keep going and suddenly things
began to take off. So much so that in another
couple of years, having exhibited for the 5
years then required, |1 gained my AFIAP with
well over 350 acceptances from over 30
photographs and ample awards (required for
AFIAP and EFIAP until 5 or 6 years ago).
Another 3 years exhibiting were then
compulsory for EFIAP and in those days the
required criteria were in addition to anything
achieved for AFIAP. Nevertheless I achieved
that target quite comfortably by the end of
2004.

| took a year’s sabbatical, but the bug was still
there and | started working towards EFIAP
Levels in 2006. The criteria were much the
same as today and 2 years later Bronze came
along, followed in consecutive years by Silver

and Gold. | then took a look at Platinum, the
final step. Another 100 images (by now | was
into Prints and PDI) and 200 acceptances
seemed manageable, although the awards
across 6 different countries looked a real
hurdle. | took another year’s sabbatical
before starting again. Two more years
brought me to the end of 2012 and with nearly
the last salon of the year | crossed the
finishing line. In the event the pursuit of the
100 new images was the last hurdle to fall and
it resulted in nearly 300 acceptances and a
number of awards to spare.

Two other factors gave me even more
satisfaction. Firstly, as slides declined 1 had
became more interested in Prints and over
25% of my acceptances and awards during the
‘EFIAP Levels’ process came from Prints.
That percentage would have been higher, but
for the cost factor, something that pushed me
to use PDI more than | really wanted to.




The second was that the vast bulk of my work has been Landscape Photography, generally with
minimal manipulation. Sure, | occasionally popped in a more helpful sky, or had the odd moment
of inspiration and have produced something a little more creative.  Such work has been the
exception though.  We often hear that Landscapes are a lost cause in Internationals and to some
extent they may not always get the recognition they deserve. But it cannot really be true, or |
would not be able put the EFIAP Platinum after my name.
